The purposes of this research were to study the father's role in sex education
and the adolescent son's sex attitude, and the relationship between these two variables.
The sample consisted of 360 fathers and their sons who were studying in Mathayom
1 -3 in the schools under the Department of General Education, Muang district,
Samutprakarn province. The data were collected by a questionnaire, and statistics used

for data analysis were percentage, mean score, standard deviation, and Chi-square.

The study revealed that most fathers taught sex education to their sons, with
some fathers gave wrong teaching. The topic most borrectly taught was the role model
for their sons. The topics most improp.erly taught were those on role model concerning
holiday activities and-on advice concerning heterosexual love, respectively.
Masturbation was the topic that most fathers did not teach. As a whole, the sons’ atfitude
toward sex was rated at a positive high level; however, the negative attitudes found were
those concerning sex drive control, behavior to opposite sex, and the use of.cohdoms.

The teaching of fathers were found to be reiatt?d with tﬁe sons' aititudes toward
sex at the statistical significance in 9 items: 1) distracting sex drive into other activities,
2) sexual problem among those adolescenté with uncontrolied sex drive, 3) treatment of
ill sins, 4) dealing with conflicts with wives, 5} practice on the wives' birthdays, 6)
manners toward opposite sex, 7) behaviors to women 6ther than their wives, 8) that

concerning the assault from male adolescents, and 9) condom using.
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
