The objectives of the study were to examine and to compare the relationship between
administration of senior scouting activities and results of scouting activities in schools of Bangkok
Metropolitan, as classified by status, scouting gualifications and working experiences.

The respondents of théquesticnnaires consisted of 58 school administrators; 169 schoal
scouting teachers and vice-schoa! scouting feachers, The measuring criterien'was the Likert 1-6
scale. The statistics indicators employed in the study were mean (), standard deviation { $D ),

ttest andcorrelation.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The administration of senior scouting activities in school of bangkok Metropolitan, as
classified by status, scouting gqualifications and working experiences, were rated at a moderate
level, as a whaole and ineach particular aspect.

2. The results of scouting activities in schools of Bangkok Metropolitan, as a whole, was
found rated ata high'level.

3, The comparison in the administration of senior scouting activities in school of Bangkok
Metropolitan, as classified by status, as a whole and in gach particular aspect, were found
significantly different at the statistical significance of .05 {p<.05}. When classified by scouting
qualifications and working experiences, as a whole and in each particular aspect, it was found that
there was no significant significance.,

4. The relationship between the administration of senior scouting activities and results of
scouting activities in schools of Bangkok Metropolitan, both as a whoie and in each particular aspect

was found heing correlated at the statistical significance of .05 (p<.05)
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
