This research was aimed to develop the instruction of Thai Dramatic Arts for Prathomsuksa 6 students
to achieve the standard criteria of 80/80.

The instructional development was based on Gerlarch and Ely’s instructionat model which comprised
10 stages as follow : specification of objectives, specification of content, assessment of entry behaviors, deter-
mination of strategy, organization of groups, allocation of time, allocation of space, allocation of resources,
evaluation of performance, and analysis of feedback. Theories and principles were applied ineach stageto
maximize the outcome of this development,

The researcher has developed the instruction of Thai Classical Dance on the song “Chow Thai” for
Prathomsuksa 6 students. The subjects were tested individually, followed by feedback and correction. Then, the
sub-group of students were tested, followed by feedback and cortection. The quality of observation used for
learning evaluation was obtained by means of Pearson's Product Moment Correlation. Five sets of confidence
of behavioral observation were found, with the average of 0.85. The confidence of observation of behavior after
class was 0.93. The subjectd were tested to find the effectiveness of the instructional method of Thai Classical
Dance in the song "Chow Thai". The sample consisted Prathomsuksa 6 students {n = 20) who studied in
2™ semester of the academic yéar 2000 at Wat Samet Nua School, Tambon Samet Nua, Amphoe Bangkla,
Chachoengsao Province.” The sample, derived by means of purposive sampling was specific subject, was tested
5 times. The total length of the test was 6 hours in 3 weeks. The effectiveness of the developed instructional
method was evaluated by calculating percentage of students who satisfactorily performed above the standard

criterion.

The findings revealed that the instructional method of Thai Classical Dance on the song "Chow Thai"
for Prathomsuksa 6, created by the researcher, achieved higher effectiveness, than the standard of 80/80 as set.
There were 87% of students who passed the passing criterion and 90% of them achieved higher than the standard
criterion.

It was concluded that the effficiency of the instructional method was higher than the standard 80/80

and can be applied effectively.
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
