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The purpose of this study was to study the effects of simple line
drawings on short term_memory capacity of primary school hearing impaired
students, classified by sex and grade level. 1t was hypothesised that sex and
grade leve! of students interact with student short termn memory capacity.

The tools comprised of 5 categories of simple line drawings, each
category comprised of 12 target pictures and 12 false pictures. The sample

comprised of 164 hearing impaired students at Chonburi School for the Deaf.

it was found that the everage capacity of short term memory of the
hearing impaired student is 8. It was also found that only one varible,

grade level, has influence on short term memory capacity.
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
