This research aimed to investigate the levels of teaching, performance of social studies
teachers in secondary schools under the Department of General Education in Chonburi Province
according to the educational reform policy; and (o compare The teaching performance of the teachers ag
classified by teaching experience and fields of study.

The sample consisted of 144 social studies teachers in 2001 academic year  under the
Department of General Education, Chonburi Province . The research instrument was a 52 - item,
rating - scale questionnaires on 9 categories of teaching bekaviors. The statistics used to analyze the data
were frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test’ for independent samples using SPSS for

windows version 10.07

The research findings were as follows :

1. The teaching performance of social studies teachers in Chonburi Province according to
educational reform policy was rated at'a high level. However, when considered in details it was found
that there were 5/ categories of teaching behaviors rated at a high level : category 8 o being a good
model forstudents ; categoxy.’l“d : acquiring knowledge, being analytical, developing body of knowledge
and classroom ‘research for instruction development ; category 3™, preparing learning context according
ioa core curriculurm, interest, aptitude, needs of leamers and comrunities ; calegory 5 " give emphasis on
leaming process, thinking process, group process for instruction ; and the 4 ™ category : arrangement of
climate, environment, learning resources to enhance continuing leaming. There were 4 categories of teaching
performance that were rated at medium level : category 7 tElreponing of learner evaluation by using
anthentic evaluation ; category 1" : leamer - centered instruction :category(ym: providing learning at all
situations, fetting communities participate in providing education ; and category 9™ dissimination of
instructional model of their own schools,

2. No significant differences were found in teaching performance concerning teaching
experience and different fields of study among the social studies teachers in Chonburi Province.
However, when considered in details it was found that in category 5 "1, there was significant differences in

teaching experience at the .05 level.
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
