The purpose of this research was to study the condition of libraries, information resources, problems
of information services in private vocational school libraries in the central region and 1o survey general
information of private vocational schools in this region. The research result was then posted inthe web site
which was specifically deveioped for this project. The population used in this study consisted of directors
and librarians of 79 private vocational schools . The research tool used in this study was a set of questionnaires

constructed by the researcher. The statistics used in analysing the data was percentage.

The results were as follows :

1. General information about the schools : There were 79 private vocational schools in the central
region, 68 schools of which offered vocational certificate of Commerce, 66 offered higher vocational
certificate of Business Administration, 37 offered.yocationm certificate of Industrial Technicians and 25
offered higher vocational certificate of Industriat ‘I:ephnicians . | '

57 Information about libraries : Most libraries (84 %) ‘had only one librarian and 56 % of them held
bachelor's degree in library and information science. Most of the librarians had to perform teaching task as well.
Most of the libraries were located in a sepsraie room In a building. Budget allocated for each library was
normally less than a hundred thousand baht (63%). Most of the libraries offered lending services for users,
and provided activities to promota library use. Most schacls offered courses reléting Iibrary and information
services. Most libraries did not have eitheF internet services or liprary automation systems (65 %).

3 Information resources : Most libraries had only printed materials such as books (1-2000 volumes
of books), periodicals (11-20 titles of periodicals), and newspapers {1-3 titles of newspapers) in Thai language. '
Thirty seven percent of the libraries did not have foreign books. Twenly one percent of the libraries did not
have periodicals in Thai language. Fifty percent of the fibraries did not have periodicals in foreign language.
Twenty one percent of the libraries did not have newspapers in Thai language. Seventy five percent of the
libraries did not have newspapers in foreign language. Thirty five percent of the libraries did not have audio-
visual materials in Thai language. Fifty percent of the Tibraries did not have elfectronic materials in Thai language.

4. Problems of information services : 1} There were inadequate information resources, 2) library
budgets were too minimal, 3) technology equipments were out of date and insufficient, 4) library persannel
did not have knowledge and skill in using information technologies, and 5) users did not realize the importance

and value of tibraries.
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
