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The purpose of this thesis is to study and analyse Seefa's popular songs, modem Thai
songs so well-known and appreciated and repeatedly rearranged and sung by various singers. The
study is carried out by selecting 129 songs from all existing.

The thesis is divided into 6 chapters. Chapter | deals with the background, the purpose and
scope of the project, fundamental agreements, together with the definitions of specific terms and
literature review. Chapter |l deals with the research methodology « the devices employed for a
pretest and a questionnaire, and the collection and analysis of content. Chapter [Il deals with the
study of Seefa’s songs on the literary aspect: repetition of words, application of words for sentimental
purposes, figures of speech,/and conceptual analysis. Chapter |V deals with the study of those
songs on the musical aspect : poetic and melodic structures. Chapler V deals with the
correspondences betwaen the literary art and the musical art: the listeners’ emotions and sentiments
compared with the melodic analysis. Chapter V| deals with the conclusions, discussion and

suggestions for further studies.

The findings of the study on the literary aspect are the revelation of the art of verbal
language. Various forms of repetition resembling 11 types of the "Kollabot {fancy or special metre)”,
clever choices of words for specific sentiments and the conveyance of deep and clear messages,
and 14 types of figures of speech are found. As for the themes, there are 3 categories, i.e. love,
encouragement, and imagination and nature.

Onthe musical aspect, it is found that the songs can be categorised into 5 types according
to their structures: those containing 3 stanzas, 4 stanzas, 5 stanzas, 6 stanzas and 7 stanzas; each of
which comprises various components appropriate to its melody.

On the aspect of the relationship between the literary art and the musical art, it is found that
the responses from the listeners of Seefa's songs are correspbnding to the sentiments of the songs
themsetves as analysed by means of the Sanskrit Theory of Sentiments. Moreover, by the melodic
analysis, the harmonious correspondence between the melody and words in each song is also found.

The study reveals not only literary and musical characteristics and values of Seefa's songs,
but also the relationship between two branches of art, literary and musical, which is a rare and

unpopular aspect for the study of Thai songs.
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
