The purposes of the study were to investigate and to.compare leadership of
school principals under the Office of National Primary Education Commission as
perceived by educational officers. Sample was totally 340 educational officers
consisted of heads of district primary education office, school principals and teachers.
The instrument used for data collecting was rating-scale guestionnaire concerning
four dimensions of leadership; charisma, inspirational motivation, intellectual stimulation:
and individualized consideration. The statistical devices utilized in analyzing the data

were mean, standard deviation and one-way ANOVA,

The findings revealed as follows;

1. Leadership of school principals as perceived by educational officers, was
rated at the high level.

2. No statistically significant difference was found among the perceptions of
educational officers with different position towards leadership of school principals;

3. No statistically significant difference was found among the perceptions of
educational officers who worked in different school sizes towards leadership of school
principals.

4. No statistically significant difference was found among the perceptions of

educational officers who worked in different educational region towards leadership of

schoo! principals.
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
