The purposes of this research were to study the tevel of classroom action
research, the organizational climate and the level of school effectiveness, as classified by
school sizes and teaching experiences, in primary schools under the Office of the Provincial
Primary Ecducation in the Eastern Region, and to determine the predicling of schoo!
effectiveness, as classified by school sizes, teaching experiences, classroom action research,
and the organizational climate dimensions.

The sample consisted of 377 teachers in primary schools under the Office of the
Provincial Primary Education in the Eastern Region. The instrument used for collecting the
data was a five — level, rating scale questionaire. The data was analyzed by means of mean,

standard deviation, T-score and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. Classroom action research in primary school under the Office of the Provincial
Primary Education in the Eastern Region, as a whole were rated at a medium level, when
considering in each particular aspect, almost all factors were rated at a medium level, except
the aspects of survey and problem analysis were rated at a high level.

2. The school organizational climate in primary schools under the Office of the
Provincial Primary Education in the Eastern Region was a kind of paternal climate.

3. The school effectiir"eness of primary schools under the Office of the Provincial
Primary Education in the Eastern Region, classified by school sizes and teaching experiences,
as a whole was rated at a high level.

4. Thrust dimension { Xy ) Classroom action research (X3} aloofness dimension ( Xg )
esprit dimension ()(6 ) and production emphasis dimension (Xg ) could predict the school
effectiveness of primary schools under the Office of the Provincial Primary Education in the Eastern

Region. The prediction power was 51% by the predicting equation raw score shown as follows :
