The purpose of this research was to developed the school curriculum on social, religion and culture
group on the topic “SAKONNAKHON PROVINCE”. There were 5 steps on the curriculum development
procedure : data fundamental study, subject development, evaluation before implementation, curriculum
implementation and curriculum improvement. The experimental group was 28 Prathomsuksa IV students at
Ban Nasaw School, Amphur Wanonniwat, Sakonnakhon Province, in the first semester of the academic year
2003. The materials and instruments used in the research were an achievement test and an attitude questionaire

on the school curriculum. The data were analyzed by mean, percent and standard deviation.

The result of this research was as follow :

1. The significant fundamental study revealed that the materials of sociology instruction did not
suit for students culture. The subject development covered 10 areas concerning Sakonnakhon Province : history,
geography, administration, public utilities, resource and touring place, society and culture, local wisdom and
technology for carreers, ancient and important places, important persons, and festival fairs. The quality of
school curriculum development was found to be very good. The students’ score of achievement was at high
level, and the learning pattern was developed.

. 2. The students’ development score of achievement in the posstest was higher than in the pretest.

3. The attitude score of the students who had learned in the schoel curriculum

“SAKONNAKHON PROVINCE” was found to be high.
