This research is designed to study reading behavior,needs on contents, formats and
applications of health magazines of the Communication Authority of Thailand (CAT)'s employees,
and to compare the needs on contents, formats and applications with demographic characteristics.
Questionnaires were used to collect the data from 370 samples. Frequency, Percentage, Mean,
t-test and one- way ANOVA were empoyed for the data analysis.

The results of research.were as follows. !

1. CAT's employees read mostly some columns of health magazines. The most popular
ones were Cheewaijit, Gaimor and Morchaoban.

2. CAT's employees need mainly articles on individual health and nutrition.

3. CAT's employees preferred the format in the form of questions to editorials.

4. CAT's employees used the knowledge from their reading for everyday living such as
avoiding sexual, drug and alcohol abuse, and c};t_refu!néss on the road.

5. CAT's employees have different needs on contents, which vary according to type of
gender, department of work and health history. Y
