This research aimed to study motivation and compare types of motivation
Among young football players. Subjects were 120 students (70 males and 50 females)
Participating in the 18 years old level football tournament organized by Department of
Sport and Recreation Devetopment, Ministry of Tourism and sport. Weiss’s intrinsic and
extrinsic motivation scale was modifiled by Rewthong {1994) and used as an instrument
to clarify if ther were any differences among gender and level of players’ performance
(starting and substitutional). The scale was tested for its reliability and reporied at .83.
The statistical analysis by mean and standard deviation revealed that both male and
female players were generally intrinsic motivationed to play football. In addition, starting
and substitutional players were also intrinsic motivated. However, the effect size analysis
showed that gender and level of players were not much different in types of motivation
to play football. These young players participated in football games intrinsically. They
participated because they felt that playing football was good, usefu! and they liked to
learn and progressed for the new skills no matter what gender and level of their |

performance were.
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
