The study compared short-term memory capacity of hearing impaired students with
normal students. The sample comprised of 100 students, 60 were normal students, another 40
were hearing impaired students. The tools were a set of target pictures and items recognition test.
The statistics employed were means, standard deviations and two-way ANOVA,

[t was found that there was a significant difference in short-term memory capacity of
the normal students and hearing impaired students where as the normal students were better in
short-term memory capacity.

When the gender variable and level of education were considered it was found that
there was no statistical difference on the short-term memory capacity.

When the variable of leaming achievement was considered it was found that the
normal lower achievement students have better short-term memory capacity when compared to

the lower achievement learning impaired students.
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
