This rescarch was aimed to study the level of the factors, the level of the adminisiration, the factors
influencing the administration and to create the predicted equation for the administration of academic affairs of the
dual vocational education sysiem in the institules of vocational education in the Eastern Region 2 lrom the
factors concerning administrators, teachers, students, manufacturing, communities, buildings and facilitics. The
sample consisted of 233 heads and staffs of the dual voeational education system, heads of tacullics, heads of
divisions, and technical instructors in the institutes providing the duat vocational programs. The dala were
collected by using five-seaie questionnaires and analyzed by using mean, standard deviation, multiple
regression, coefticient of decision and stepwise multiple regression,

The results revealed that:

1. The factors influencing the administeation of academic alfairs of the dual vocational education
system in the institutes of vocational education in the Eastern Region 2 as a whole were found of being at a
maoderate level. The best factors were students and teachers while the others were found of being at a moderate
level,

2. The administration of academic afTairs of the dual vocational education system in the institutes
of vocational education in the Eastern Region 2 as a whole and in items were lound of being at a moderate
level. which could be put into erder of importance as following: teaching and Iearning activitics, supervisory,
teacher development, evaluation and assessment, and curriculum and curriculum elements, respectively.

3. The factors influencing the administration of academic affairs of the dual vocational education
system in the institutes of vocational education in the Eastern Region 2 which could be classiiicd as the best
predictors were students (X3). teachers (X2}, buildings and lfacilitics (X6), and firms (X4). The collective
correlation cocflicient of the tour factors mentioned was found of being .68 which was considered being
significance. The predictable power was found of being 45.70 percent. The predicied equation in the form of
raw data of the administration of academic aflairs of the dual vocational cducation system in the institutes of
vocational education in the Eastern Region 2 was:
