The purpose of this research was to study the effcets of family counseling on marital
relationship of the parents from the impaired childen families. The sample consisted of eight pairs
of parents who received family relationship test resuit. These couples of parents volunteered to
join the programs. The samples were randomly assigned into 2 groups : (1) the family therapy of
Virginia Satir’s theories program group and (2) the control group, with 4 couples in each. The
interventions were administered to the experimental group for ten sessions, two sessions per
week. Each session lasted an hour. The data collection procedure was divided into three phases :
the pre-test, the post-test, and the follow-up periods. The researcher used two-way ANOVA with
repeated measure and the Newman-Keuls method to analyse the data,

The result of the study revealed that there was a statistically significance at .05 level in
the interaction between the methods applied and the duration of experiment. The levels of family
relationship of the couples in the experimental and the control groups were significantly different
at .05 level when measured at the post-test and at the follow-up phase. And the levels of family
relationship of couples in the experimental were nonsignificantly different at the post-test and the

follow-up phase,
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
