The research aimed to study the problems and to compare reading promotion of
primary schools’ libraries in Bangkok, as classified by schools’ unit and librarians work
experience; and to seek for guidelines for reading promotion of primary schools’ libraries in
Bangkok according to the cxperts’ suggestion.

The sample of the study consisted of 214 librarians from primary schools and 17
experts. The instrument used for collecting the data was a five-level rating scale questionnaire.
Mean, standard deviation and t-test were employed for the data analysis. The results of the study
were as follows:

1. The problems of reading promotion of primary school libraries in Bangkok, both as
a whole and all aspects, were rated at a moderate level as the most problem was about library
management. As classified by the unit the schools belong to and librarian work experience, it was
revealed that there were significant differences in reading promotion between the two groups the
primary schools in Bangkok and librarians with a little work experience got more problems than
the ones in Educational Region 1, 2, 3 and librarians with a lot of work experience.

2. According to the experts’ suggestion, guidelines for reading promotion of primary
school libraries are as follows: In the aspect of library management, school administrators should
decrease librarians’ teaching periods in order that they work efficiently as librarians. In the aspect
of teaching how to use the library, working committee should be appointed in order to produce
educational materials for their own and provide enough for teachers’ need. In the aspect of the
utility of library for education, training teachers and persons involved should be provided in order
that they know how to use ICT for studying. In the aspect of providing reading promotion
activities, resources should be organized in order to gain support and coordination from the

guardians, local community, public and private sectors.
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
