The purposes of the study were to develop the spiritual need instrument and to
evaluate spiritual need of Post Opened-Heart patients in intensive care unit. Holistic
Care nursing guided this study. Based on literature review, 60 items were generated.
Only 40 items were qualified the CVI of 0.80. Two hundred Opened-Heart Surgery
patients were recruited to complete the interview questionnaire from 25 July through 31
October 2004. Data was analyzed using descriptive statistics, Exploratory factor
analysis, and Cronbach’s alpha.

The results revealed that the spiritual need instrument was composed of 37
items with 4 factors. The first factor was named “Ritual”: 13 items with alpha of .91. The
second factor was named “Internal power”; 7 items with alpha of .78. The third factor
was named “Faith”; 11 items with alpha of .87 and the last factor was named “Sick role™;
6 items with alpha of .91. Moreover, Opened-Heart patients ranked that their spiritual
need were Internal power ()?z 6.46, S.D. = .72), Compliance ()?z 5.98, S.D. = 0.09),
Faith &z 5.66, S.D. = 0.49), and Ritual 6( =4.01, S.D. = 1.23) consecutive.
Recommentations included validation of the instrument in the same population,
increasing of sample size, and using spiritual need instrument in difference population

such as other critical condition patients.
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
