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WARANGKHANEE SIRIWONG: THE STATUS, NEEDS AND PROBLEMS ON
THE USE OF MEDIA IN TEACHING SEXUALITY EDUCATION OF TEACHERS IN
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The purpose of this research was to study the status, needs and problems on the use of
media in teaching sexuality education of teachers in secondary schools under the Department
of General Education in eastern region. The sample consisted of 122 teachers who teach health
and physical Education. The instrument used in the study was a set of questionaires. The statistics
used for the analysis of the collected data included frequencies, percentages, arithmetic means,
standard deviations, chi-square, t-test, one-way analysis of variance and LSD.

As the result of the study it was found that the media on sexuality education were used
as the following; 1) Printed material was used the most for the non-projected media. 2) Video
player was most used for the equipment-type media. 3) Compact Disc player was most used for
the audio media. 4) Computer was used most for the interactive media.

For the needs on the use of media in teaching sexuality education, it was found that 1)
The teachers need non-projected media most for instruction that requires only information. 2) The
teachers need the projected media most for lesson summarization on facts and skills. 3) The audio
media is most needed for lesson summarization on attitude and knowledge. 4) The teachers need
interactive media most for the assessment of students’ attitudes.

Concerning problems of media utilization in teaching sexuality education, it was found
that; 1) For media preparation, the most cited problem is the lack of budget to purchase needed
media. 2) For media selection, the most cited problem is the unavailability of the up-to-date

media. 3) For media utilization, the most problem cited is the lack of software for instruction. 4)



For the quality and quantity of the media for sexuality education it was found that there is a
shortage of media,

For the comparision of needs and media utilization concerning gender, experiences and
school sizes of teachers it was found that; 1) There is no difference in the overall utilization of
media. 2) There is no difference in problems of media utilization. 3) There is a significant

difference in the need for madia in teaching sexuality education.
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
