The purpose of this reseach was to develop a practice package on reading
comprehension using story mapping technique for Matthayomsuksa one students to, meet
the 80/80 standard criterion.

The, sample used in this study, derived by mean of a purposive sampling
method from 8 classrooms, consisted of forty Matthayomsuksa 1/2 students studying in
the second semester of the academic year 2004 at Tapraya School, Tapraya District,
Sakaco Province. The experimental time consisted of ten periods, each of which were
60 minutes in duration. The statistical devices used to analyze the data were mean and
percentage.

The) results revealed that the practice package on reading comprehension using
story mapping technique for Matthayomsuksa onc students had an average of 87.50/85.00

efficiency, which was higher than the standard set criterion of 80/80.
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
