The purposes of this study were to : 1) study the vocational project management for
teachers who teach the subject in the secondary schools under the Office of Basic Education
commission in three aspects; using the curriculum in school, learning management and evaluation
for three types of enrollment namely, enroliment of core courses, enrollment of elective courses
and enrollment of free elective courses. 2) study the problem, the problem solving approach and
suggestion according to the opinions of teachers in 6 categories, which were; time allocation,
student grouping for project consultation, project site, limitation of the project, project
presentation and miscellaneous. 3) students’ satisfaction towards the instruction. The sample of
study consisted of 116 teachers who taught the vocational project and 348 students who studied in
the subject. The tools were questionnaires and open ended questions. The statistics used were
frequency, percentage, means and standard deviation.

The results of this study were that: 1. the teachers agreed at high level with the
management of vocational project concerning the enrollment in core courses, elective courses,
while moderately agree with the enrollment in the free elective courses. 2. the main problem of
the instructional management was the inadequate time for students to complete their work. The
solution was that the teacher negotiated with student to spend extra hours after class. Most
teachers suggested that school administrator facilitated school teaching time table. The problem
of student grouping for consultation was that schools arranged too large groups of students for the
consultation. The solutions to this problem was that school strictly abode by the regulations that
the group of students should not be larger than 3 - 5 students and each individual should know
his/her own responsibility well. The problem of project site was that there were not enough

project sites. The solution was that school selected some sites and then arranged the students’

schedule accordingly by selecting any available stores, students’ homes that were not too far from
school under the supervision of the teacher. The problem concerning the limitation of the type of
project was that students selected to sell indifferent products and only few students selected to
work on production and services projects. The solution to this problem was that the teacher who
was the project consultant should suggest the production and services project to students
including invite resource persons on different areas of profession. The teacher should suggest
student to create different products. The problem of project presentation was that students lacked
skills in project presentation. The solution was that the teacher should suggest the sample of
successful projects for students to study. For the miscellaneous problems it was found that most
teachers did not allow students to make their own decision. 3. concerning students’ satisfaction
upon the vocational project to make students knowledgeable, good and happy persons, it was
found of being highly satisfied. However, when considering types of enrollment separately, it

was found that the free elective enrollment was the most satisfied.
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
