The purposes of this research were to examine the level of attitude, subjective norms and
practical intentions for patient advocacy ; to examine the relationships between attitude, subjective
norms and practical intentions for patieht advocacy of professional nurses : and to analyze variaples
that can predict bractical intentions for patient advocacy of professional nurses in oyt patient
departmient in hospitals undar Bangkok Métropolitan Adminisnation. The sampie consisted of 170
professional nurses working in out patient department in hospitals under Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration which were selected by stratified randorﬁ sampling. The instruments were generated
by the ressarcher inc:_[uding attitude , subjective norms and practicat intentions for patient advocacy,
questionnaires. The Cronbach's alpha coefficient of attitude, subjective norms and practical
intentions for patient advocacy qu-estionnaires were .93, .85 and .93, respeotively.. Data were
analyzed using descriptive statistics, Peason's product moment, Correlation Coefficiency, and
Stepwise multiple regression;

Major findings were as Tollows; -

1.-Professional nurses in out patient department in hospitals under Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration had high level of positive attitude to practice patient advocacy. Subjective norms
| related to practice patient advocacy and practical intentions for patient advocacy_were also at the
_high'leve!.

2. Aftitude to practice for patient advocacy indicated positive and significant relationship
- atthe moderate level with practical intentions for patient advocacy at .01 level.

3. Subjective norms related to practice for patient advocacy indica_ted positivé and
' signiﬁoant relationship at the moderate levef with practical intentions for patient advocacy at .01 level.

4. Variables predicted practical intentions for patient advocacy were attitud.e to'practice
patient advocacy and subjective norms. These predicters aocounted for 51 percent of varience
(RZ = 51). The standardize equation was as follow : '
