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The purpose of this research was to study the relationship between the English learning
achievement of matthayomsuksa six students and cognitive affective personality, and demographic
variables so as to construct a multiple regression equahon The sample were 400 matthayomsuksa six
students in schooIs under the jurisdiction of the Department of General Education in the eastern
region, Thailand, academic year 2004. The Research instruments included the study habit survey, the
expectation of English learning achievement scale, the English anxiety scale, the intellectual ability
tests, the self esteem scale, the'learning style survey, the intemal locus of control scale, the English
grade point average questionnaire, the English leaming achievement questionnaire, the scholastic
competence questionnaire, and the number of high school English course taken questionnaire. The
data was analyzed by descriptive statistical analysis through SPSS, and multiple regression analysis
was analyzed by LISREL 8.72 student edition.

The results indicated that the English learning achievement (GAT) of matthayomsuksa six
students related to the English grade point average (GPAE), the number of high school English course
taken (NOE), the intellectual ability (IQ), scholastic competence (SAT), and the study habit (STU)
into a statistically significance (p <.05). By means of the above five variables, it could be predicted
that the variance in degree of english learning achievement was at 60.30
The regression equation of raw scores was
GAT = -11.39 + 5.24 (GPAE) + 0.12 (SAT) + 0.29 {IQ) + 0.63 (NOE) + 0.08 (STU)

The regression equation of standard scores was
