This qualitative research aims to study economic and political contexts, ideology proceeded
through discussion, and the processes of exchanges of goods and services between the public sector and popular
sector after the economic crisis in 1997. The data were collected from documents and in depth interviews. The
results of the study revealed that the economic and political contexts affecting the formation of the exchange
system were structural contexts which were the economic erisis in 1997, and the capitalist’s democracy, after the
crisis. These two contextual factors strongly affected the exchanges of goods and services both the public sector
and popularsector. The analysis of ideology through discussion revealed that Taksinomie Development
ideology created a discourse by claiming that this exchange system was able to resolve the problem of poverty.
And this could bring about the rightness of the existence of CEO Governors. The band of political business
group and the bureaucratic elite utilized “top-down approach” to determine the exchange processes of goods
and services. The exchange became a formal organization furnished with account trade. It could be said that the
‘public sectors” exchange system produced only non-sustainable system. The popular sector utilized 2
development ideologies which were anarchism and utopian socialism. The anarchists working in the field of
cultural community built up the discourse of exchanges through *“Friendship Group” (Puen Seaw Klau - these
are three separated Thai words. They are in Thai dialect meaning “friend”}. They claimed that the formation of
Puen~ Seaw - Klau helped the exchange of goods and services among community networks. Alliance between
middle-class and the rural small producers used the “bottom-up approach” to determine the exchange processes.
This exchange system became a semi-formal organization with a variety of forms, for instance, barter trade,
account trade, or the use of cash. Puen — Seaw - Klau exchange system came to a halt because of the lack of
business efficiency. At the same time, the utopian socialists belonged to “Sajja Sasom Sap” (Bonded Saving
Group) created the exchange discourse by declining the exploitation of the middlemen in the capitalist markes,
and by distributing profits to its members through cooperatives. Social group, allied between social classes
under the Buddhism initiated “Two Ways approach”, This was the cooperation between the community and the
government. As a result, the informal organization was set. And the exchange of the group oceurred in the form
of barter trade. But it only reached half way to the success. Therefore, the popular sector should co-work in

order to invent new strategies to develop the exchange system.
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
