The purposes of this research were to investigate the expectations and current practice
concerning using IT for instruction of teachers in secondary schools in Eastern seaboard region. The
study focused on three aspects of teaching method. The working management, equipment and school
administration, including the study on development of the potentiality of teacher in secondary school in
Eastern seaboard region in using Information technology. The samples were 246 teachers; who were
the head of the 8 subject groups, obtained through multi — stage random sampling. The instrument was
a questionnaire. The statistics used were percentage, mean, standard deviation and t—test.

The results revealed as follows:

1. The teacher in secondary school, as a whole, had the expectation for all three levels
which were the working 'management, equipment and school administration and the current practices
were rated at the least levels for all 3 aspects.

2. Comparing of the expectation and current practice concerning using; IT for instruction
teachers n secondary school, it was that then were difference with statistical significance at the level of
0.01.

3. Inregard to the development guideline of IT operation for instruction teachers in
secondary school, the ones suggested to be developed most were instruction teacher integration using
IT for in usc lcarning rated at a high level, the curriculum development and hardware IT, and the
administrators training program so that they would understanding and recognizing IT rules in

education.
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
