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The research’s purposes were to study bilingual education models in Thailand for its
six following areas: (1) curriculum (2) teaching methods (3) instructors (4) teaching-learning
activities (5) instructional media (6) measurement and evaluation through qualitative research
study. Three school districts were selected for the study. Data gathering was conducted by using
interview method, observation, and focus group consistent with research’s objectives. Gathered
data were analyzed, investigated, processed, and categorized-in order to associate them with their
relationship and to make conclusion. 7

The results of research were concluded that curricula should be internationally
standardized. Ministry of Education should form the curriculum of each subject consistent with,
and applicable to condition of each school district. The instructors should perform in-depth
analysis to devise appropriate teaching plan for students’ needs. World situations and anticipation
of future changes should be taken into consideration to generate curricula and teaching methods,
In‘addition, the instructors should learn various teaching methods, work together with students,
invent teaching methods, as well as encourage students to think, and find out answers.
Importantly, teachers should be skillful to reinforce students to acquire a way of effective
thinking, and know how to show students’ concrete thoughts. Qualified teachers must possess
teaching experience to enhance their capacity for teaching, and must understand language deeply.
Moreover teachers should be supervised and taught to be real teachers. Linked connection should
be formed to make students have constructive thinking. Learning activities should be consistent
with teaching methods, responding to students’ curiosity. Instructional media should be
associated with learning activities and be able to aid teaching. Teachers’ training should be
designated by Ministry of Education. Measurement and evaluation tools should demonstrate
statistic values and should be performed in diverse situations, which could prolong further

knowledge.
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
