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The purpose of this research was to develop the training package for parents in Dohsa-
Hou program of physical rehabilitation for cerebral palsy children in order to meet the criterion
80/80. The 20 samnples in this research was selected by purposive sampling from the parents of
cerebral palsy children, who used physical rehabilitation services.

The instruments used for this research were 1) the training package 2) the observation
form for physical rehabilitation practice for cerebral palsy children. The statistic adopted were |
means, standard deviation and percentage.

The result of the research showed that the training package comparison 5 unit:
relaxation position, sitting position, knee-standing position, standing position and walking position

met the criterion 80/80.
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
