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The purpose of this study was to explore the meaning of preserving the local
knowledge and participation of the school and community in transferring “KLONGPUJA
Druming” from the local teachei to Wiangtan Pittayakom _students. This study was a
qualifative research with the 25 key informants by purpossive random sampling, data
collected by content analysis, in-depth interview, focus group discussion, participant
observation and field note. The debate for participation was conducted by AIC
participating process technique.

The findings were as follow; the meaning of preserving the local knowledge
was composed of believing and piety building, assembling, ownership feeling, and
transferring the local knowledge from teachers to students, Moreover, the participation of
the school and community in transferring local knowledge of “KLONGPUJA Druming”
were composed of giving knowledge and understanding and participation in planning,
budgeting, following, evaluating, appreciating, and relationship in the community building
which were related to AIC participating process technique but unclear on share vision
process. The use of this research is to preserve and maintain the local knowledge in, and
