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The purpose of this study is to investi gate the cooﬁeration model between the community
and the basic education institutions for environmental development. R is a qualitative research by
studying the data with content analysis. The information gained from the content study was manipulated
into interview framework to interview 15 experts. The sample used in the study were from selective
sampling. The data were collected by group conversation method using phenomenal paradigm with
sclective sampling method. The communities- investigated by the author were Barn Kret Nai
Community, Nong Kansong community, and Ban Park Kiong Namsheow Community. The main
informants were officers of Iocal governmental departments, citizens, the basic education institution
committees, teachers and educational institution administrators.

As the results of the study six models of participation of the communities and basic
education ipstitutions for sustainable environmental development were found as following: 1) The
participation in brain storming, which was the co-thinking and problem analysis and making relationship
with coinmunity leaders. 2) The participation in planning, determining planning by priority setting,
target setting, making decision, and forming new generation leaders. 3) The participation in performance,
the step of activities performance and encouraging and supporting the activities performance to be
completed as planned. 4) The participation in investment, investment in the form of budget and wisdom
capital. 5) The participation in following up, evaluation and examination, it was the examination of the
performance results and asking for opinions to know the existed problems to be improved and to be
developed for better environmental development of the communities. 6) The participation in benefit

sharing, it was the sharing of benefit gaining that existed for both direct and indirect benefit.
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
