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The objective of this research was to determine causal refationship factors and
effectiveness of basic education management of private education institutions in order to construct a
linear structural relation model of casual relationship factors and the effectiveness of basic education
management of the private basic education institutions under the Office of Basic Education
Commission. Samples, drawn by stratified random sampling, were 682 teachers working in 341
private basic education institutions from 20 official audit regions under the Office of Basic Education
Commission. Research instruments used in this study were séts of rating scale questionnaires. Data
were analyzed by using the statistical devices ofpercentage, mean, standard deviation, skewness,
kurtosis, and coefficient of variance. The SPSS for Windows program was used to énalyze for
descriptive statistics, while the LISREL program (Version 8.53) was employed to analyze the
construction of the structural relationship model and the confirmatory factor analysis.

~ Results showed that variables-administrators’ behavior, students’ characteristic, schoot
environment, and teachers’ behavior-mostly had positive effects on school effectiveness and could
predict fhe effectiveness of the private basic educational institutions by 89 per cent at a statistical
significance of .05 level. Administrators’ behavior and school environment directly and indirectly
affected school effectiveness. Students' characteristic directly affected school effectivenass, while
teachers’ behavior indirectly affected. However, administrators’ behavior, which indirectly affected
through school environment; through and non-through teachers’ behavior and students' characteristic,
directly had an effect on schoot effectiveness. School environment also directly affected the school
effectiveness and indirectly affected through and non-through teachers’ behavior, and through
students’ characteristic. In addition, students’ characteristic directly affected the effectiveness of the
education management, while teachers’ behavior indirectly affected school effectiveness through
students’ characteristic at a statisticat significance of .05 fevel. This study also helped estabiish a
Linear Structure Relationship Model of casual relationship factors and the effectiveness of education
management of the private basic educational institutions under the Office of Basic Education

Commission, which was obtained with its congruity with reliable and accepted evident data.
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
