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The purpose of this research was to compare English reading comprehension ability,
by using context clues, of Matthayomsuksa 4 students at Bangnumprioewittaya School,
Chachoengsao province. The sample consisted of two groups of stadents 30 from the math-
science program and 30 from the art-language program. They were studying in two classes that
were randomly selected from six class sessions. The research instruments wer¢ losson plans,

a pre-test, and a post-test. The lesson plans contained seven techniques to use context clues to
guess meanings of an unfamiliar word. The research was carried out for a period of one month.
The data were the points gained from the pretest and the post test. Mean, standard deviation,
t-test, One-way ANOVA, and Two-way ANOV A were employed for the data analysis.

The results revealed that reading comprehension ability of Matthayomsuksa 4 students
before learning how to use context clues and after learning how to use context clues were
significantily different at the level of .01. Students in the math-science program had higher
reading comprehension ability by using context clues than students in the art-language program at
the significant level of .01. When the factors of learning program and gender were analyzed, it
was found that gender and learning program interacted with each other at the significant level of
-01. This indicated that in the math-science program, male students’ reading comprehension
ability was higher than that of female students’. However, for the art-language program, female
students’ had higher reading comprehension ability by using context clues than male students did.
