The purposes of this research were to determine conditions and operation
problems of Primary School Libraries under Chon buri’s Office of Education, and also to
compare the problems as classified according to school sizes. The samples comprised 135
personnel who were responsible for the library operations. The instrument used for
collecting data'was a questionnaire with multiple choice and interval rating scale questions.
The statistical devices used for analyzing data were standard deviation’and one way
ANOVA.

The results were as follows:

1. In regard to general information of samples, most of the samples were
female, aged between 41450 years, with bachelor degree in Elementary Education.
Regarding then status, they were responsible for library operations and had to perform
teaching ftask, cxperiences relating to library work between 1-5 years.

2.-In regard the operations of primary school libraries, most libraries were
located in a classroom in school building, service hours were Monday-Friday from 8.30
am. to 4.30 p.m., books and other media were searched by the color stripes appearing on
them which showed the subject groups of learning. Information resources service were
books, journals and magazines, newspapers, and audiovisual equipment such as televisions.
Most libraries offered circulation service. The libraries personnel introduce library use
occasionally and incoperated content related to library use in their teaching courses.
Teachers took students to use libraries. Statistics of information resource use were
recorded. Provided activities organized to promote reading and library use were those for

special events/days, new books recommentation, and library orientation.



3. The operation problems of Primary School Libraries were classified in to 3
catagories as follows:

'3.1 For administration and management, most staff who worked for libraries
had to perform teaching task as well, the budget was not enough and most administrators
offered insufficient budget; and,

3.2 For services, the amount of electronic media was not sufﬁcienf, students
lacked of information searching skills, search engines were not effective tables and chairs
for reader services, as well as library equipments and materials were not enough and
modern. Besides, the area of the libraries were very limited and narrow. Teachers lacked
information ‘searching skills.

3.3 For activities, most libraries lacked personnel and time for éonducting
activities. The libraries did not have enough budget and skilled personnel for conducting
activities.

4. /In) comparing the problems as classified according to school sizes, problems
of operations in the aspect of library administration and management between small sized
and large sized school libraries, as well as medium sized and large sized school libraries
were significantly different, whereas, in the aspect of activities, medium sized and large
sized -school libraries were  significantly different, but in the aspect services, they were not

significantly different.
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
