The purpose of this research was to-study the effects of reality group counseling on
learning responsibility behavior of grade level 2 students. The sample consisted of 16 grade
level 2 students who scored low from the total score on learning responsibility behavior scale and
volunteered to participate in the experimental. The students were divided into two group though
random assignment: (1) 8 students in the experimental group treated with reality group
counseling, and 8 students in (2) the control group. The instruments used in this study were the
Learning Responsibility Behavior Scale, and Reality Group Counseling Program, constructed by
the researcher, Twelve session of experiment were conducted, for forty-five to fifty minutes in
each session, twice a week Monday and Friday, with the total of 12 sessions. The data collection
procedure was divided into three phases: the pre-test, the post-test and the follow-up. The data
were then analyzed by repeated - measures analysis of variance: one between-subjects and one
Within—subjecté variable, and the Newman - Keuls procedure.

The findings revealed that there was a statistically significant interaction
at .05 level between the methods and the duration of the experiment. Participants in the
experimental group had higher learning responsibility behavior than those in the
control group in the post-test and follow-up phases with a statistically significant difference
at .05 level. Participants in the experimental group in the post-test and the follow-up had higher

learning responsibility than in the pre-test with a statistically significant difference at .05 level.
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
