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The purposes of this research were to synthesize and perform a confirmatory factor
analysis of the teacher ethics on hypothesis model with empirical data. The sample consisted of
2,000 subjects comprised 1,000 teachers and 1,000 high school students in schools under the
Jurisdiction of the Office of Basic Education Commission in the Eastern Region, Thailand, Academic
Year 2005. The research instrument was teacher ethics questionnaires. Data were analyzed by means
of exploratory factor analysis with orthogonal rotation method using SPSS for windows and second
order confirmatory factor analysis using LISREL version 8.50.

Results indicated that the model was consistent with an eleven-aspect model and fit the
data well. Ranging from the highest aspect loading value to the lowest, they were from .97 to 72
respectively: unity, gratitude, discipline, saving, fairness, generosity, responsibility, honesty,
sacrifice, love and trust in feacher profession and patience. The multiple R-square relationships
between each aspect and the teacher ethics were .97, .93, .90, .88, .88, .87, .85, 77,.75,.73,and .72
respectively. The construct validity of models was consistent with empirical data, with chi -square
goodness of fit test at 343.71 with 468 degrees of freedom; p = 1.00; Goodness of Fit Index
(GFI) = 0.98; Adjusted Goodness of Fit Index (AGFI) = 0.95; Comparative Fit Index (CFI)
= 1.00; Standardized Root Mean Square Residual (SRMR) = 0.02, and Root Mean Square Error
of Approximation (RMSEA) = 0.00
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
