The purpose of this study was to evaluate Burapha University’ s E-registration system
by using the CIPP model. The E-registration system was evaluated in 4 aspects: the context,
the input, the process and the product. The sample derived by means of stratified random
sampling, consisted of 274 administrators and instructors, 92 academic officers and 379 students.
The questionnaires was as an instrument for collecting the data. Percentages, means and
standard deviationwere employed for the data analysis.

The findings revealed that the aspects of context, input and process of E-registration
system, in the opinions of the administrators and instructors were appropriate at a high level.
The aspect of context was appropriate at a highest level. Also, according to the point of view of
the academic officers and personnel involved, the aspects of input and product were appropriate
at a high level; while the ‘context and the process of E-registration system were appropriate
at a highest level. Finally, the aspects of context and input of the E-registration system, as
viewed by the students, were appropriate at a high level; while the aspects of process and

product. were appropriate at a highest level.
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
