The purposes of this research, the Learning Process and Thinking Approach of
Fishermen in Ban Tha Ta-Pao, Trad Province, were to determine the learning processes and
thinking approaches that affect natural resources and strength within the community. The study
field was Ban Tha Ta-Pao Village, Tambol Nongsamed , Amper Muang, Trad Province. The
framework of data collection was adopted from the Interactionism Theory. The study of history
and geographical context of the commuﬁity were conducted during November 2548-October
2549, The qualitative analysis technique and triangulation validation were being used in the data
analysis process. In addition, results were also proposed and validated by the field experts twice.
The findings from the elected field study could be concluded that life dimension is not able to
break up. Health, Environment, Society and Culture were harmoniously modeled. The
environmental changes as well as imbalance had an effect on the learning process of people in the
community. If it was managed appropriately, the strength of the fishermen and the community
would be rapidly improved. The learning processes of Tha-Ta-Pao fishermen could be divided
into 5 main topics as follows: 1) Factors that caused the learning process relating to fishery. 2)
Learning resources and learning approaches 3) Adaptation in Tha-Ta-Pao Community that
influences learning processes 4) Methods of study and 5) Sequence of Jearning process. The
thinking path of fishermen at Tha-Ta-Pao village was similar to the learning process except for
the involvement of the human consciousness. They were divided into 1) Conditions and factors
that cause thinking path 2) The general perception of human society which are comprised
2.1) Life paths of people (daily living and social relation) 2.2) Self consciousness structure of

people 2.3) Systems which meant that influenced lives such as traditions, cultures and families



3) Internal conditions and factors which are as follows 3.1) Human relation 3.2} Belief and faith
3.3) Individual consciousness 3.4) Emotions during making decision 4) External conditions and
factors which are as follows 4.1) Environment 4.2) Benefit 4.3) Economic and social facts. Those

were elements that influenced occupation paths and life styles.
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
