The purposes of the study were to investigate the causes of the failure in learning
English of secondary school students in Chon Buri Province. The researcher employed the mixed-
method. The qualitative approach was used to determine the cause of failure in depth for
formulating questionnaires. The respondents for the study were students at Mata Yom Suksa 6,
who had low English leamning achievement and the English teachers at Mata Yom Suksa 6 in
schools in Chon Buri Province. For this fieldwork data were collected through in-dept interviews
the quantitative data collection was conducted to conﬁﬁn and to make it possible for the
generalization to the other population. The subjects for the quantitative study were 322 Mata Yom
Suksa 6 students and 155 English teachers in Mata Yom Suksa Schools in Chon Buri Province
form 33 schools under the elenentary Depart of General Education.

The research results indicated as follows:

The causes of failure in learning English could be classified into two parts, that is, the
causes of failure as perceived by stdents, and the causes of failure perceived by teacher. The
causes perceived by students were: the negative attitude toward learning English and the seif
expectation, attitude toward English teachers, the fear of making mistake in English usage, the
surrounding environment, the skill practices, their anxiety and stress, the usage of English outside
classroom, the student’s interest and the amount of homework.

The failure perceived by teacher were: the behavior of students in learning English and
student’s background knowledge, student’s surrounding environment, English teacher’s attitude
and mstructional media, instructional activities outside classroom, opportunity in using English

and teaching workloads.
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
