The purposes of the study was to investigate the influences of English instructors
on the suceess of English learning of the upper secondary school students in' Chon Buri
Province . The researcher employed the mixed — method approach in collecting data by
starting from qualitative data collection to structure the question frame. The quantitative data
collection was done to identify the main influencing factors. \The final qualitative data
collection and analysis were conducted to expand the feasibility. The informants providing
the qualitative data were 30 male and female students studying English in upper secondary
schools in Chon Buri. The subjects for the quantitative study were 468 Matayom Suksa
students in Chon Buri . Lastly, the informants providing the final qualitative data were 22
students successling in learning English.

Results of the study;

The influences of English teachers upon the success of students could be
classified into 4 categories;

1. In the aspect of English teaching behavior, it was found that the teachers
who used games during instruction helped students learn more and remember better.

The teachers who were friendly would encourage students to ask questions or to ask for
help.

2. In the aspect of English classroom control, it was found that the teachers who
was friendly and not strict during class activities would encourage students to participate

and response. The teachers who allowed students to ask when they have question at all



the time or those who created the family - like classroom environment would enhance their
learning. |

3. In the aspect of English teacher’s personalities, it was found that the teachers
who were well dréessed, appropriately to their age and circumstance would encourage
students to learn ar:id imitate teacher’s pronunciation. The teachers that were well behaved
seemed more to reli;able.

4. Tn the aspect of interaction between English teachers and students it was found
that there were two different group of needs. The first group needed the teacher to pay
moderate attention to them. While the other group needed more teacher’s attention and

continual guiding. Which would help build the good attitude towards learning English.
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
