The purposes of this research were to study the-multiple correlation between the sexual media use among
high school students and peer attachment, parent attachment, father’s level of education, mother’s level of
education, grade point average, religiosity, opportunity to‘access electronic media, and first time experience with
social sexual media variables so as to/construct a multiple regression equation. The sample consisted of 177 high
school students from schools under the office of basic education commission, Chon Buri, Thailand, academic year
2009. The Research instrument was the questionnaire of variables related to the sexual media-use among high school
students: The data were analyzed by descriptive statistical analysis through SPSS; the' multiple correlation analysis was
analyzed by PRELIS and the multiple regression analysis was analyzed by LISREL 8.80 student edition,

The results indicated that:

1. The peer attachment, parént attachment, grade point average, religiosity, and opportunity to access
electronic media variables related o the sexual media use among high school students as of .73 at the statistical
significance of .05.

2. The peer.attachment (PEA), parent attachment (PAA), grade point average (GPA), religiosity (REL),
and opportunity to access electronic media (OAE) accounted for 52.70 percent of the total variance of sexual media use.
