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Also, before you go, think carefully about your packing, and what you're going to
take. Things like shampoo, lotions, sun scream, and so on should be kept to a minimum.
Make sure you really need them and you're not taking too much and they're
environmentally friendly and made from natural substances.

Now, when I've at my destination, or when I'm traveling, | do my best to-minimize
my impact. You can do this very easy- and it also makes your experience much more
enjoyable. For a start, make sure you can eat and drink in local restaurants .Try not to go
for big international fast food chains. Most of that money doesn't stay in the country or
community.

If you use public transport- it may.not be as-quick as hiring a car, but it's cheap
and interesting, and you can certainly meetthe local people or see something more’than
the standard tourist sight<and of course, you not adding to the pollution. Choosing
souvenirs and presents.is another area where the tourist can avoid from rubbish products,
So learn-about the cultural heritage of the country first, then you'll Know what the local arts
and ccafts should be. Ask lecal people to show you craftsibeing made-I've found they're
often very happy 1o do so, and I've even picked up'a few skills myself. Of course, it goes
without saying that you should never buy anything that's made from and endangered
spices. Never pick any plants or flowers either. Take a picture instead- you'll find it lasts
longer in any case.

As you know, I'm a keen photographer, so my camera is my most important
piece of equipment. But sensilive when you're taking photographs, particularly of Thai
people-they are very shy. Be sensitive; think about what you're doing and the
consequences for the people who live there but don't be scared to complain if you see
something wrong, something that's damaging the environment. Tell someone, if you come
across a polluted beach tell your tour representative.
