COMPETENCE IN TECHNICAL ENGLISH OF THE TECHNICAL STUDENTS OF

The purposes of this study were to investigate the study of reading comprehension
competence in technical English of the technical students of Chachoengsao Technical College.
The students participating in this study were 102 third-year technical students majoring in
electronic and enrolled in the course of Technical English 3 in'the Vocational Certificate from
Chachoengsao Technical College. The instrument used in this study was the Test of Reading
Competence of Technical English for Comprehension Competence, comprising five
language skills including 1. main idea, 2. understanding supporting details, 3. reference,

4. implication or inference and 5. vocabulary.

The/results were as follows:

1. The subjects’ mean score obtained from the Test of Reading Comprehension
Competence with a total mean score of 3.94

2. The percentage scores of the subjects tested by the Test of Reading Comprehension
Competence in technical English of the technical students with a total percentage scores of 65.26
and could be ranked from high to low as follows: 1. Main idea 73.14, 2. Understanding
supporting details 66.57, 3. Implication or Inference 68.82, 4. Vocabulary 60.20, 5. Reference
57.27. This indicated that the subject’s reading competence was at an intermediate level based on
the evaluation criterion set by the Department of Vocational Education under the Ministry of

Education B.E. 2545.
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
