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This research is a mixed-method research which composes of quantitative
research and qualitative research. The purposes of this research are

1) To study- the cultural effected by the social change in communities

2} To develop a social cause and effect relation model/which affects the
culture in community effected by the social change and

3) To develop a form of cultural surveillance in local public secondary school
of which culture is affected by community’s changes.

The sample group is/divided into 2 groups. The first group is consisted of the
community's representatives who are responsible for cultural activity in school, in province
and in district. Multi-stage Random Sampling is performed to acquire the sample group.
The sample @rcup'is consisted of 800 people from 4 provinces in each parts of Thailand
which'are 16 provinces altogether. The instrument in this research is 5 valuation scale
questionnaire which the researcher develops. The second group is studied by the
qualitative method. A local public secondary school of which administrators, parents
and accessories are willing to perform the cultural and communal monitor is chosen to
be the sample group. The instrument in this stage is a structural interview questionnaire
and observational. SPSS is used to analyze the basic statistic value and the between-
variables coefficient value. LISREL 8.72 is used to analyze the social cause and effect
relation model which affects the culture in community. Lastly, the content analysis is

used to analyze the qualitative data.



1. The cultural effect caused by the social change: The factors which have
positive effects are psychological factor, social factor, political factor, and religion factor.
While the factors which have negative effects are communication, innovation and
technology, geography, natural environment, economy, and education.

2. Cause-Effect Relation model which affects community’s culture. According
to the social change, in good criteria, the research found that the-model accords with
empirical data. Chi-square score is 1118.82. P-Value is 0.00 atthe independent degree
at 6238. y*/ df is 1.78. CFl value is 0.98. RMSEA value is 0.031. All variables in the
model can 61 percent describe the variance of community's culture. The factors that
affect directly to the community’s-culture are geography, natural environment, economy,
society, psychology, and politics.

3. The form of cultural surveillance in the local public secondary school of
which culture is affected by community’s changes is systematic style based on finding
of guantitative stage It is composed of 4 steps which are'1) To determine boundary
and role-of the school in cultural surveillance as'the community expects or determines
2) The school’'s administrators make teachers, students and parents understand.

3) To determine the operational plan of cultural surveillance and 4) Implementation
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
