The giant panda bear is a favonte of children

and animal lovers throughout the world. For many
people, it also is symbolic of the sad situation for many
other kinds of animals. Though so well known or famous

and loved, the panda is slowly dying out (disappear or

stop existing completely). At present, there are only
about 1,230 wild paﬁdas left in the world. They 'all alive’in China, in the forest of the Sichuan and
Shaanxi province. Pandas used to be commion in-other areas. However, as the human population
increased (go up) and the forest shrank, panda territory gradually disappeared. And so did the
pandas. Now the Chinese government has created a number of “panda reserves” to protect the
pandas.

The first kind of air transportation was not a plane. It was a balloon. People traveled by
balloon 100 years before there were planes or jet aircraft. Those early days of ballooning were
exiting, but they were also dangerous.

Passage 4

The honeybee plays a key role in both the natural and human world. However,
most people do not understand how important the honeybee is to our society. Many
mistakenly assume that bees are only useful for making honey. In addition to being

the sole producer of honey, the honeybee plays a vital part in our ecological and
economic world.

Without the honeybee, there would probably be fewer and less variety of
plants in our world. For new and different plants to grow, they need to create seeds.
Seeds are created when pollen (the white or yellow powder that flowers and plants
produce) is moved from one plant to another. Insects, like the bee, are important
because they help to move pollen from plant to plant. Pollen has to be transferred in
order for the plants to reproduce. This is called pollination. When pollination doesn’t
happen, plants cannot reproduce and their numbers decrease.

In addition to this ecological value, the honeybee provides a key economic
service to the agricultural business which also depends on pollination. In the United
States, the honeybee has become a primary source of pollination for crops. Many
farmers will raise honeybees to make sure that their crops are being pollinated.
