This research aimed to examine the predictors of AIDS preventive behaviors among the
vocational students in Rayong province. The sample comprised 0f 410 vocational students studying in
the first to third year professional certificate program. The sample was selected by multistage random
sampling. Data were collected from January to February 201 1. The instruments of this study included
the personal information questionnaire, and 9 scales of the perceived susceptibility of AIDS; the
perceived severity of AIDS, the perceived barriers of taking preventive action of AIDS, the perceived
self-efficacy in AIDS prevention, the knowledge of AIDS, the attitude toward AIDS,; the friend
conformity, the media accessibility and the AIDS preventive behaviors . The reliability of these
questionnaires was analyzed using Cronbach’s alpha coefficients and Kuder-Richadson (KR-20)
which had .79, .86, .84, .77, .60, .84, .83, .82, .81, respectively. Data were analyzed by descriptive
statistics and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

The results revealed that AIDS preventive behaviors among the vocational students were
rated at the high level (M = 4.23, SD = 0.49). The significant factors related to AIDS prevention were in
the following: the perceived severity of AIDS, the perceived barriers of taking preventive action of
AIDS, perceived self- efficacy in AIDS prevention, age, sex, income and friend conformity (r = .092
p<.03],r=-121p<.007,r=.214p <.001, r=-.285 p<.001,r=.085p <.044,r=-.108 p <.015,
r=-321p <.001, respectively). The predictive factors in ordering including friend conformity, age,
perceived self- efficacy in AIDS prevention, and perceived severity of AIDS could predict AIDS
preventive behaviors accounted for 20.7 % in prediction (R’=.103 p <.001, R’=.170 p <.001,
R’=.192 p <.001, R*= .207 p <.007).

These findings indicate that guildline for nurse practitioners. It could be used as a guildline
to develop an AIDS prevention programs for vocational students, focusing on peer groups’ participation.
In addition, the activities for enhancing perceived self- efficacy in AIDS prevention and severity of

AIDS should be promoted.
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
