The purpose of this quasi-experimental research was to-examine the effects of
storytelling on brisk walking, eating behavior,-and blood pressure levels of essential hypertensive
patients. Concepts of storytelling, health education, and skill training for brisk walking and eating
behavior were incorporated in'the storytelling program. The sample included 60 hypertensive
patients who received treatment-at hypertension clinic of Nondindeang Primary Care Unit (PCU)
and Lamnangrong PCU, Buriram province. Thirty patients were randomly_assigned into the
experimental group and the control group. Research instruments included the storytelling
program, handbook for hypertensive patients, personal interview, brisk walking behavior
questionnaire, eating behavior questionnaire; and sphygmomanometer. Descriptive statistics,
Chi-square test, and ANCOVA were used for analyzing the data.

The results showed that after six weeks of the program, the experiment group and the
control group had significant differences in brisk walking behavior, eating behavior, and systolic
blood pressure’(p< .05). However, diastolic blood pressure was not significantly different.

The results of this study indicated that storytelling can change brisk walking behavior,
eating behavior, and systolic blood pressure. Therefore, nurses should apply storytelling to help
hypertensive patients in controlling their blood pressure through changing health behaviors.

Longitudinal study and larger sample size are recommended for further study.
