The purpose of this research was to.develop and validate a causal relationship
model of subjective happiness for teachers in Pattaya. The model consisted of four
latent variables: subjective happiness, independent self-construal, self-reflection and
self-rumination. The sample derived by means of multistage sample, consisted of 400
teachers of Pattaya. The research instruments included independent self-construal scale,
self-reflection scale, self-rumination scale and subjective happiness scale. Descriptive
statistics were generated using SPSS; causal modeling invelved in the use of LISREL 8.50

Results indicated that the hypothetical model was consistent with the
empirical data. Goodness of fitrstatistics were: chi-square test = 31.71, df = 29, p = .33,
GFl = .98, AGFI = .97, CFl = 1.00, Standardize RMR = .03, RMSEA = .01. The variables in
the hypothetical model accounted for 43 percent of the total variance of subjective
happiness. The variable that had statistically significant indirect effect on subjective

happiness were independent self-construal, self-reflection, and self-rumination
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
