Passage 4

Just a few minutes chatting on a mobile phone reduces the brain functions of children for
almost an hour, according to new Spanish test results'quoted in a-Norwegian newspaper.

The tests, conducted by the German investigator Michael Klieeisen at the Spanish Neuro
Diagnostic Research Institute in Marbella, are the first to show how children’s brains react to the
use of mobile phones. With the help of a scanner, Klieeisen was able to create pictures of how (5)

the brains of an-11-year-old boy and a 13-year-old girl reacted while they used a mobile phone.
The results were compared with similar tests using adult subjects.

The tests showed that the brain activity of the child subjects was reduced significantly,
especially on the side where the mobile phone was held, a few minutes after the call was begun,
the report said. Also, brain activity was lower than normal in large sections of the brain for (10)
50 minutes after the end of the call, the test results showed.

“My ‘advice to all parents is not to allow children to use mobile phones,” Klieeisen was
quoted by Aftenposten as saying. ‘“Not only are electrical activities affected but also biochemical
processes. We do not know if it is dangerous, but we do know that children’s brains, which are
not fully developed, are more vulnerable than adult brains,” the researcher added. 15)

Researchers in Britain confirm the Spanish resuits, and Norwegian and Swedish experts

are also studying the health risk posed by mobile phones.

Passage 5

Ever wished you could decide what to dream at night? A Japanese toymaker says it has
a new gadget that can help you do just that. Tokyo-based Takara Company says that its “ Dream
Workshop” device — shaped like an oversized cellular phone dock and about 6 inches tall — can be
programmed to help sleepers choose what to dream.

While preparing for bed the user mounts a picture on the device and chooses 5)
a theme such’as comedy, romantic story, fantasy and nostalgia. He then records keyword prompts
such as the name of a loved one. Placed near the bedside, the dream maker emits a special white
light, relaxing music and fragrance to help the person nod off. Several hours later, it plays back
the recorded word prompts, timed to coincide with the part of the sleep cycle when dreams most
often occur. It then helps coax the sleeper gently out of sleep with more light and music 10)
so that the dreams are not forgotten.

The device targets sleep deprived businessman, a company official said. “There are many
businessmen today who say they don’t sleep because they are too busy. This gadget can be used
to help them have a good dream, “said Takara spokeswoman Mayuko Hasumi.

In a study conducted on a group of men and woman between the ages of 20-40, 15)

the device had a success rate of 22 percent in inducing dreams in which one of the prompt words

appeared.
