The objective of this research was to investigate the effects of the students’ learning factors on their
information literacy skills. The subjects of the study, 392 undergraduate students at Dhurakij Pundit University
(DPU), were classified into many categories, namely, class levels, faculty, and grade point average, previous
experience in a course on library usage, and previous training on library usage. The sample consisted of 392
DPU undergraduate students who took courses during the academic year 2011. An information literacy test was
used to collect data. The data were analyzed by using statistics of percentage, mean, standard deviation; T- Test
for Independent Samples and One-Way ANOVA. The results of this research were as follows:

1. Theinformation literacy level of the students under the study as a whole was found to be at the
moderate level. When considering each particular standard, it was found that the students had their ability to
determine the nature and extent of the information sought in the first standard at the high level. Other standards,
however, were at the moderate level.

2. The comparison of the information literacy of all the sampled undergraduate students, from
first -year to fourth- year students; showed the statistically significant difference at the 0.05 level in the third
standard (the ability to-evaluate information and its sources critically and incorporate the selected information
into their knowledge base and value system). When match-pairs were analyzed, it was found that the first-year
and third-year students had different information literacy level from the fourth year students. When the students
were compared based on their faculties, it was found that Accounting’s students had different information
literacy level from Law students, Engineering students, Arts & Sciences students, and Information Technology
students. Economics students, and Communication Arts students had different information literacy level from
Law students and Information Technology students. When their grade point average (GPA) was considered, it
was found that the students with higher GPA level had different information literacy level from those with
lower GPA. When comparing their previous experience in taking a course on library skills, it was found that
those students who passed the course on library skills had different information literacy level from those who
failed the course and those who had not taken the course. By categorizing the students into their experience in
training on library use, it was found that in their information literacy ability within the first standard.

(Ability to determine the nature and extent of the information need) the students with previous training on
library use had different information literacy level from those without such the training.

3. Based on the findings, this study has offered four recommendations to support and promote
DPU undergraduates’ information literacy skills and ability. They are recommendations regarding to:

1. the university 2. the faculty 3. the library and 4. the activity.
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
