Brunei Darussalam. It was a colony of
United Kingdom. Brunei gained.its
independence in 1984. It is a sovereign
state located on the north coast of
the island of Borneo, in Southeast Asia.
The capital city is Bandar Seri Begawan.
Itsareas is about 5,765 sq km., with
70 percent being tropical forest.

Brunei has a tropical climate, which is usually hot and humid, with
a lot of rains.You can find low lands in the west of the country and the
coastal plains rise up to the mountainous area towards the East.
The average temperature in Brunei is about 28-32 degrees celsius and it
varies little all year round.

The population of the country is around 414,000. Brunei's
population includes people from various ethnic groups, such as Chinese
15%, Malay 67%, Indigenous 6% and other groups 12%.The birth rate of
the country is 18.56 births/1,000 population, while the death rate is 3.26
deaths/1,000 population. People follow several religions, such as Muslim
67%, Christian 10% and Buddhist 13%. Though Islam is the dominant
religion Christianity and Buddhism still exist in Brunei.

The population in Brunei also speak different languages, as they
come from diverse cultural backgrounds. Malay is the official language of
the country. However, English and Chinese are also spoken. The people of
Brunei are mostly literate, as reflected in the literacy rate which is
92.7%.

The economy of Brunei includes domestic and foreign investments,
mainly oil and natural gas.
