The purpose ot this predictive correlation study was to determine the influence of
parenting styles, sexual communication, and parental monitoring on the sexual behavior among
early adolescents. The sample consisted of 89 junior high school students (Mathayomsuksa 1-3)
of Amphoc Bang Nam Priao, Chachoengsao provinee, They were selected using multistage
random sampling. The average age of the sample was 13.99 years (8.2, — .81). Data was
collected during December 2012 10 January 201 3. Research instruments included questionnaires
to capture data regarding general information. the parenting style, sexual communication, parental
monttoring, and sexual behavior, Frequency. percentage. mean. range, standard deviation,
Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation and multiple regressions were employed for data analyses.

The results showed that democratic parenting style, sexual comimunication, and
parental monitoring were positively correlated with sexual behavior (r = 546, r = 456, r = 463,
7 <01} Democratic parenting style was the best predictor of sexual behavior. It could predict
about 29.8 percent. [he second best predictor was parental monitoring. It could predict with an
increase of 18.9 percent. l'agether, these two variables could predict the sexual behavior of the
sample for 48.7 percent (R* — 487 F, ., 40.757,p < .001}.

These findings suggest that nurses should enhance awareness and concern of parents
and caregivers’ toward sexual behavior of these adolescents, The democratic parenting style and
parental monitoring should be emphasized in order to promote proper sexual behavior among
