THANOMSAK MAKCHUMKO: PATTERN OF WASTE MANAGEMENT BASED
ON PHILOSOPHY OF SUFFICIENCY ECONOMY CONDUCTED IN NONGPHLAB
SUBDISTRICT, AMPHUR HUA HIN, PRACHUAPKHIRIKHAN PROVINCE. ADVISOR:

The purposes of this study were to examine the pattern of waste management of people
living in Nongphlap Subdistrict, Prachuapkhirikhan Province and to investigate the level of their
understanding and awareness of waste problems and management according to the philosophy of
sufficiency economy. The subjects participating in this study were 366 residents in Nongphlab
Subdistrict and 12 informants, including administrators, officers, and community leaders.

A questionnaire and an interview form were used as an instrument to collect the data. The test
statistics included frequency, percentage, means, standard deviation, and a content analysis.

The results of the study revealed that the subject mostly separated one part of their
waste for sales and the rest was put in the garbage bins to be collected by the municipal officers.
The subject’s level of understanding of waste problems and management was found at a high
level. However, their awareness of waste problems was found at a moderate level. In addition,
the level of their understanding of waste management based on the philosophy of sufficiency
economy was found at a high level. It was also suggested by the results of the study that three
appropriate patterns of waste management according to the philosophy of sufficiency economy
were to 1) support the people to consume in an environmentally-friendly manner, in line with
their financial situations; 2) encourage people to separate waste according to the 3Rs, including
Reduce, Reuse, and Recycle; 3) encourage people to make use of their waste, such as making it as
animal foods, reproducing it as an alternative source of power. Finally, all of these would be
successful if Nongphlab Subdistrict considered waste management as an urgent agenda that

needed immediate attention and action in order to build public awareness.
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
